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New AF logo for jacket

WASHINGTON — Air Force Uniform
Board members have introduced a new
addition to the lightweight blue jacket.

“The Air Force chief of staff approved adding
the Air Force logo to the existing lightweight
blue jacket,” said Senior Master Sgt.
Jacqueline Dean of the Air Force Uniform
Board.

All told, 300 jackets will be distributed Air
Force-wide for wear testing, Sergeant Dean
said. Board members are targeting Maxwell
Air Force Base, Ala., as adistribution point
because of its high number of temporary duty
officers and enlisted airmen.

“Because the TDY members come from so
many bases throughout the Air Force, giving
them out at Maxwell allows us to reach a
large audience in a short amount of time,”
Sergeant Dean said.

Airmen receiving the jackets will wear test

them and give feedback to the uniform board
about fraying or other problems with the
embroidery, Sergeant Dean said.

Anyone not issued an embroidered jacket
can have the logo applied on their jacket by a
local embroidery shop using certain guide-
lines, Sergeant Dean said.

The Air Force logo is to be embroidered in
a polyester white meridian thread with a stiff
tear-off backing, according to information
provided by Libby Glade, Air Force clothing
office chief. The total stitch count of the logo
and lettering will be between 4,200 and 5,000
stitches.

The symbol is to fit within a two-inch
square. There is a one-fourth inch space
between the symbol’s lowest point and the
“U.S. AIR FORCE” type.

The “U.S. AIRFORCE” typeistobe one-
fourth of an inch high, 3.5 inches long, in all
capital Arial font, 24 point.

The symbol is to be embroidered on the

upper left chest. The dot in the center of the
symbol is centered vertically between the
shoulder seam and where the underarm side
seam joins the armhole sleeve, and centered
horizontally between the zipper and the
sleeve armhole seam.

Rank on the jacket continues to be worn
on either the collar or the sleeve, Sergeant
Dean said.

Lajes members bring Christmas miracle

With a little help from some generous
people here, Santa delivered for an 8-
year-old who almost didn’t have a Christ-
mas morning.

For dinner, Ms. Brothers had invited
an airman, his wife and their daughter, a
couple she had never met that just ar-
rived to the island, a man whose family
had gone to the states for Christmas, her
boss who is here unaccompanied, a Por-
tuguese friend and a Portuguese man
who was a heart patient at the hospital
but was released for a couple of days for
Christmas.

Ms. Brothers said the evening had
gone by smoothly and everyone enjoyed
each other’s company, but the night
would soon take a turn for the worse.

“l had invited the Thompson family
to spend the night since Angi Thompson
is legally blind, and that way they could
have a couple of drinks and not be con-
cerned about driving home,” she said.
“They accepted the invitation and since
they had some of their daughter’s Christ-
mas presents in the car we decided to put
them under my tree.”

Around 2 a.m., Ms. Brothers told the
Thompsons she was going to turn in for
the night. She knew her daughter was
anxiously awaiting Santa’s arrival and
would probably be up before the sun.

“Before | went to bed | went to the
spare bedroom to retrieve my layaway
box from the BX with all the toys Santa
would leave under our tree for Vanessa,”
said Ms. Brothers.

To her surprise when she opened the
box, it was filled with toys for a 1-year-
old baby.

“l was nuts to say the least as it was
now 2:25 a.m. Christmas morning, and |
had nothing in the house to put under
my tree for my daughter from Santa,”
said Ms. Brothers. “Needless to say |
cried a river and then decided to go to
bed since there was not another option.”

The Thompsons asked Ms. Brothers
what she was going to tell her daughter
the next morning.

“1 told them | would tell her the truth.
There was no Santa, my layaway box got
switched with another persons and we
would go to the BX to straighten every-
thing out on Friday morning,” said Ms.
Brothers. “Off to bed | went thoroughly
depressed.”

That’s when Airman Thomson and his
wife went into action.

“We didn’t know who to call or what
to do, but Angi remembered that in Right
Start there was a woman from the BX that
spoke to them,” he said. “We needed to
get her name, so at 2:30 a.m. | called my
commander, Lt. Col. Kimberley Ramos,
hoping she would know.”

After calling several people, including
Portuguese Telecom for more than an
hour, Airman Thompson was finally able
to reach Lynda Cogar, the BX manager.

Airman Thompson explained the situ-
ation to Ms. Cogar, and she called the
BX manager Ramiro Barbosa.

“Mr. Barbosa called me at 3:45 a.m.
in the morning and told me he would
meet me at the base but to give him a
little time because he had to drive from
Angra,” said Ms. Brothers. “I live in Porto
Martins, and | was worried on my way
to the base to meet Mr. Barbosa because
it was very late, and | was certain that

he would be very irritated that he had to
make that drive in the middle of the night
and leave his own family on Christmas
morning. To my amazement, he told me
he also had a little girl and understood
perfectly how I felt. His kindness and pa-
tience were so unbelievable that | did not
have sufficient words to thank him. | just
cried.”

Ms. Brothers was relieved when she
met Mr. Barbosa at 4:15 a.m. and her lay-
away was still there.

“l got my box, cried and thanked him
profusely and by 4:55 a.m. | was back in
my house putting Vanessa’s Santa toys
under my Christmas tree,” said Ms.
Brothers. “It was a true miracle and could
not have happened anywhere but Lajes.”

Ms. Brothers said, without a doubt,
the best Christmas miracle was being
able to see the look on her daughters face
when she saw that Santa had remem-
bered her.

“l have since adopted the Thompsons
as extended family,” Ms. Brothers said.
“We now have a memory to share about
our amazing Christmas together, and we
have learned how you can do the impos-
sible if you only have faith. If they had
not taken the initiative and believed they
could make a difference, Christmas
would have been a very bad memory for
both myself and my little girl.

Airman Thompson said he was glad
he could help, and he knows Ms. Broth-
ers would do the same for his family.

“There is no way | would let Christ-
mas get ruined without knowing all pos-
sibilities had been exhausted,” Airman
Thompson said.

“Yes, Vanessa there is a Santa Claus,
and he is alive and well at Lajes,” Ms.
Brothers said.

callsfor consumers toimmediately stop
buying and using ephedra products.

Besides issuing an alert, FDA officials are
notifying manufacturers that they intend to
publish a final rule stating dietary supple-
ments containing ephedrine alkaloids present
an unreasonable risk of illness or injury. The
rule would have the effect of banning the sale
of these products as soon as it becomes
effective, 60 days after publication.

In February, ajury in Austin, Texas,
determined that ephedra use was at least 50-
percent to blame for the death of a 24-year-
old Charles Bryant Scurlock I1, of Round
Rock, Texas. Mr. Scurlock collapsed and later
died after a two-mile run for an Army
National Guard physical fitness test in 1999.
The jury awarded $1 million to the plaintiffs.

In September 2002, the Air Force surgeon
general issued a revised policy covering
dietary supplements containing ephedra that
strongly discouraged the use of such

supplements and highlighted associated risk
factors.

In November 2002, the Air Force’s
surgeon general issued a notice to airmen on
the potential risks associated with dietary
supplements containing ephedra, following
the death of ayoung airman. These medical
notices are released by the AFMS clinical
quality management division to disseminate
lessons learned from medical incident
investigations and other pertinent events.

More airmen live off base

WASHINGTON — Achange in how the
Air Force figures unaccompanied housing re-
quirements will call for fewer dormitory rooms
— meaning more airmen could move off base
inthe future.

Under the new policy, which took effect
Jan. 1, the Air Force must provide dormitory

housing for unaccompanied E-1s through E-
3s and E-4s with less than three years of
service. Previously, the Air Force maintained
dorm spaces for all unaccompanied airmen
below E-5.

The policy change is designed to make
the number of dorm rooms the Air Force must
have available more predictable, said Chief
Master Sgt. of the Air Force Gerald Murray.

Basic Allowance for Housing rates are
now set high enough that a senior airman
should be able to obtain adequate housing
downtown, without paying a lot of out-of-
pocket costs, Chief Murray said. That trend
will continue, and by 2005, BAH is expected
to pay 100 percent of off-base housing costs.

“Today we believe that our young airmen
have the pay and allowance to go into the
downtown areas and afford good-quality
homes,” Chief Murray said.

Traditionally the New Year is an
opportunity to look forward, but it is also
a time for reflection. Team Lajes has
done some incredible things in 2003 and
we’ve accomplished a lot. Although it is
tough to capture everything Team Lajes
has done, let me try to hit some of the
highlights.

With 48 hours’ notice, Team Lajes —
both Portuguese and American — came
together and supported President Bush
and the Prime Ministers from the U. K,
Portugal and Spain for the very historic
Atlantic Summit. This was a team effort
and involved support from Everyone! For
example, the civil engineers’ renovation
of the Community Activities Center and
the Top of the Rock Club, and extensive
services support at both of these loca-
tions; communications support for the
President, his staff, and over 200
international media; stepped-up security
for the duration of the visit; logistical
support with off- and on-loading of 130
tons of Presidential vehicle support and
425 passengers, and the refueling of Air
Force One.

For OIF, we once again demonstrated
our outstanding support for forward-
deployed personnel, hosting 18 KC-135s
and more than 400 personnel. Team
Lajes answered the call to arms with
daily cargo, passenger and fleet support
for each departing and arriving mission.
With 729th AMS’s help in the beddown,
generation and redeployment of the 135s
and personnel, the 65th Operations
Support Squadron was able to ensure the
492nd Air Expeditionary Group was up
and flying combat support sorties just 24
hours after arrival, enabling 312 Tanker
Task Force sorties to deliver 7 million
pounds of fuel to 550 receivers. Out-
standing!

We pushed iron to the fight with over
4,000 DoD aircraft, nearly 45,000
passengers and 4,532 short tons of cargo
receiving world renowned Lajes first-
class support during OIF. Our MPF
processed 466 personnel during the OIF
reception, and in total over 1,000 troops
were in and out processed through Lajes’
reception line. Our 729th AMCC folks
provided seamless command and control
for over 1,000 missions including more
than 600 supporting Operations EN-
DURING and IRAQI FREEDOM.
Additionally, our fuels people dispensed
20.5 million gallons of fuel to more than
2,000 coalition aircraft and 33,000 troops

moving to and from the AOR.

Across the base we’ve made numer-
ous improvements that benefit US Forces
Azores and our Portuguese hosts. To
benefit security, we’ll soon have a state-
of-the-art Security and Defense Coordi-
nation Center for our Portuguese and US
security forces personnel to work in, a
flight line camera system to monitor the
airfield, and funding to completely
repair the base and South Tank Farm
fence lines, and a reconfiguration of the
family housing road systems to reduce
the number of entrances required during
increased Force Protection Conditions.

We’ve completed emergengies repairs to
the breakwater in Praia Bay, and have
garnered support for a $50M project. We
also spent $27.1M building 44 new
company grade and 8 field grade officer
housing units, 24 junior NCO units, and
the $13.7M third phase will construct 14
junior NCO, 26 field grade officer and 2
single officer quarters. Our $850,000
project to renovate the bowling center
and create a Burger King Express is
scheduled to be complete this month and
open in early February. The power plant
is being retrofitted with new equipment
in preparation for the switchover to
commercial power, and we’ve completed
numerous other renovation projects
around base to improve the chapel,
DoDDS schools, the passenger terminal,
and $3.9M on 11 paving projects for the
flight line. We also broke ground on a
new dental clinic.

Our library went from one to three
stars with the addition of children’s
computers and $17,500 in new books,
and our fitness center replaced $50,000
in cardio and weight equipment. We
renovated 54 lodging rooms and 4
distinguished visitor suites, and ex-
panded our billeting capacity during OIF
until we were bursting at the seams!
Both our CDC and Youth Center earned
praise for their programs this year - the
CDC earned a score of 89.1 from the Air
Force Services Agency and the Youth
Center earned an 89.2 on an unan-
nounced inspection. The Community
Activities Center led the way in the
command bringing the X-Box gaming
on-line at Lajes, and set the stage for
Lajes’ future Power Plant that will bring
more high-tech games, home theater
support, and just a place to hang out for
our airmen.

Responding to changes to our aerovac
system, the 65th Medical Group adjusted
admirably, finding alternatives to the C-9
through medical network expansion. The
medical staff dramatically expanded the
support we are able to receive locally
and at Sao Miguel. The Health and

Wellness Center and the Fitness Center
have $1.52M slated for renovation, and
the entire wing is well-prepared to
implement our new fitness test!

And Lajes excellence doesn’t end
there ... wing-wide, our people garnered
some well-deserved recognition. In 2003,
we earned seven Commander in Chief’s
Installation Excellence awards, four Air
Force-level awards, and 27 MAJCOM-
level awards. In addition to this, the 65th
Communications Squadron brought
home the DISA DMS Pioneer Award,
and the Global Comm System Outstand-
ing Maintenance Performer of the Year.
Brittany Goudreau beat out all the other
services and won European Youth of the
Year and the 65th Civil Engineer
Squadron’s Capt. Kevin Golart was
recognized by the National Society of
Professional Engineers, and TSgt Jason
Tudor was recognized by the Department
of Defense with the Thomas Jefferson
award for writing.

We’ve jumped into the new Combat
and Special Interest Programs, and made
them effective and beneficial to Team
Lajes. These programs are focused on
increasing quality of life, access to
services and efficiency for our military
members, civilians and families. Combat
Education has helped open up more
educational opportunities for all of us;
Combat Touch has brought a chaplain
down to the flight line. We’ve stream-
lined in and out processing, gained a
new focus on the families of our deploy-
ing members. Combat Flightline and
Nighthawk, and Customer College focus
on helping our people become more
well-rounded and trained to support the
mission and the Air Force. We're
recognizing our Hidden Heroes, and
helping provide high-energy activities
for our singles during the winter months.
Project Wizard is making our library a
more visible and valuable resource, and
Combat Proud helps us have the best-
looking base in USAFE.

And every award we commanders see
come across our desks only serves to
reinforce our belief that we have the best
folks in the Air Force stationed at Lajes.

So for 2004, let’s focus on keeping
Team Lajes the best team it can be. We
may be looking at another exciting and
busy year and we need to ensure we’re
all trained and ready to deploy or
support whatever mission we’re called
for.

Let’s take care of ourselves and our
families, and by doing that we’ll ensure
each of us is prepared to take care of the
mission.

clinic shitts hours

Starting Jan. 5, the base clinic is open
from 9 a.m. - 5 p.m. to allow for more late-
afternoon same-day patient appointment re-
quests.

According to Lt. Col. Lorna Westfall, 65th
Medical Group deputy commander, since
the same-day appointment program started
Oct. 1, most of the unused appointments
have been concentrated in the early morn-
ing.
“We receive most of our daily calls be-
fore 2 p.m.,” she said. “The shift in hours
will hopefully make it easier for us to fit in
last-minute calls.”

The Family Practice clinic started the
same-day appointment program to make it
easier for patients to get an appointment at
short notice, said Col. Fred Hannan, 65th
Medical Group commander.

“Any patient can call for a same-day ap-
pointment and be seen that day for any con-
dition,” he said.

If the patient needs a follow-up appoint-
ment, it will be scheduled before the patient
leaves the clinic that day, Col. Hannan said.

“Our hope is that this more flexible ap-
pointment scheduling process will better
meet patient needs,” Col. Hannan said.

Col. Westfall stressed that some planning
is still needed to make the program work.

“Plan ahead enough to be freely avail-
able on the day you call,” she said. “No
amount of open appointments will make ac-
cess better if you can’t accept the appoint-
ment that we offer.”

She also said patients need to call early
to ensure they get an appointment.

“No amount of open access will be able
to help if you wait until 4 p.m. to call,” said
Col. Westfall.

According to Col. Westfall, future ap-
pointments are still available if necessary,
but clinic staff encourages people to try for
a same-day appointment as much as pos-
sible.

To make an appointment, call 2-3261
from on base or 295-57-3261 from off base.
