A Department of Defense
voting experiment that allows
military and overseas voters

to cast their
VOTE

ballots
through the
Internet will
expand in
2004.

Beginning
this fall, Federal Voting As-
sistance Program officials
hope to get as many as
100,000 military members —
stateside and overseas —
their eligible dependents and
U.S. citizens living outside
the United States to take part
in the secure electronic reg-
istration and voting experi-
ment.

The experiment covers
only those U.S. citizens who
fall under the Uniformed and
Overseas Citizens Absentee
Voting Act.

Project-eligible voters
from participating project
states will be able to register
and vote electronically via
any Windows-based personal
computer with Internet access
from anywhere in world.

Local and state election of-
ficials will use the system to
receive registration applica-
tions, provide ballots to vot-
ers and accept voted ballots.

The system will use digital
signatures and ballot encryp-
tion for security.

The average technical ser-
geant selectee has 4.80 years
time in grade and 12.22 years
in service.

Spouses overseas eligible
for tuition assistance

Crossroads staff

Spouses of active-duty
members stationed overseas
are eligible for the Spouse
Tuition Assistace Program.

Tuition assistance funds
can be used in conjunction
with other forms of financial
aid including Pell Grants,
Veterans Administration
benefits, scholarships and
other grants, according to
education office officials.

Funds will be calculated
as 50 percent of unmet tuition
costs, not to exceed term or
annual maximum limits.

To apply, spouses must
submit an Air Force Aid So-
ciety Form 90A to the edu-
cation office.

Submitting an application
doesn't mean automatic assis-
tance. The application will be
reviewed by a committee who
will determine eligibility
based on financial need and

the occupational focus of the
student's course or program.

Students must maintain a
'C' average. Graduate stu-
dents must maintain a ‘B’
average.

B Those who receive tu-
ition assistance must attend
contracted institutions offer-
ing on-base programs.

B Only courses that pro-
vide high school equivalency
training or academic credit
in graduate or undergradu-
ate programs are eligible.

B Nontraditional forms of
education such as distance
learning and independent
study courses are only eli-
gible through contracted in-
stitutions.

B Doctoral courses and
programs, other than En-
glish as a Second Language,
are not eligible.

Summer opens doors to geological treasures

I heard there are a lot of caves
here on the island. Where are they
and are they safe? Is it true that
you have to pay admission fees?

Terceira Island has four caves that
can be visited and explored by enthusi-
asts of Mother Nature, especially
during the summer months.

The two most visited caves are Algardo
Carvao, the second largest cave, located
close to Cabrito area and the Christmas
Cave located near Lagoa do Negro
(Black's Lake) in the center of the island.

The other two caves are Balcoes, the
largest one, located near the village of
Biscoitos and Agulhas in the village of
Porto Judeu.

Algar do Carvao is actually an
extinct volcano chimney not totally
filled with lava in the form of a cone,
which is the remains of a some 2000-
year-old volcanic eruption. The name
means "coal pit" and was given
because the cave walls are formed from
dark black lava.

A tunnel and stairs offer access. At
the end of the cave there is a subterra-
nean lake, formed by rainwater.
Depending on the season and the
amount of rainwater, the lake can be up
to 50 feet deep. The whole cave is
spacious and contains magnificent

stalactites and stalagmites.

The cave and the surrounding area
were declared a natural monument
after the initiative of the local spelunk-
ing group Os Montanheiros.

The Christmas cave, although less
known, is also worth a visit.

It was named "“Christmas” because it
held a live nativity scene and a Christmas
cantata shortly after it was discovered.

Both caves are maintained by Os
Montanheiros. They recently underwent
renovation works aiming at improving
access to the visitors, including a
reinforced electric lighting system and
background music.

Volcanic museum

In addition to the caves, Os
Montanheiros also maintain a volcanol-
ogy museum at their office located at # 6,
Rua da Rocha in Angra.

Here, visitors can see an exhibit of
Azorean geological samples. The
museum is open to the public Monday-
Friday from 9 a.m.-1:30 p.m.

However, I recommended calling
295-212-992 to make sure it is open.

Os Montanheiros also organize
special visits between Oct. 1 and May

31 for groups with more than 10 people.

If you're interestedgive them a call and
schedule a visit.

Thingsto remember

The post office suggests the follow-
ing tips when sending mail:

B There are restrictions for using
the military postal service of
intratheather delivery service in con-
junction with a permanent change of
station. The only items authorized for
free shipping during a PCS are uni-
forms and personal gear required to
perform official duties at the next sta-
tion. All other mail will be charged lo-
cal rate.

B Write, type or print the complete
address neatly and use a complete re-
turn address. Provide complete address
information, such as avenue, boulevard
and street. Use the apartment or suite
number as well as the correct directional,
such as north, west, and southwest. For
example: 212 S. Oak St.

B Don't let an incorrect ZIP code cre-
ate a glitch in timely delivery.

B Use tape designed for shipping —
pressure-sensitive, nylon-reinforced craft
paper tape, or glass-reinforced pressure-
sensitive tape. Never use string or twine
to secure a package.
