AFAF raises money to help AF famlies

“If there’s going to be any change for the better
in this world you have to provide it by doing some-
thing,” retired Gen. Curtis E. LeMay, an icon in
American military history, once said. So he did.

He established a foundation to care for spouses
of retired Air Force personnel of all ranks, left to
survive with little or no financial resources.

The General and Mrs. Curtis E. LeMay Foun-
dation is one of four charitable organizations that
receive contributions from the Air Force Assistance
Fund, an annual effort to raise money for needy Air
Force families that started March 22 and continues
until April 30 at Lajes.

“Our goal this year is to reach 100 percent con-
tact,” said Master Sgt. Tony Pinkney, the AFAF in-
stallation project officer, “in order to give all eli-
gible personnel an opportunity to contribute to a
donation target of $14,136.”

The campaign’s focus is to educate Lajes people
on the AFAF with the hope of invoking donations
for the Air Force’s needy, he said. One week after
its launch, the unit program officers and key work-
ers have called on 266 out of 1008 personnel at
Lajes, a 26 percent circulation rate. According to
Sergeant Pinkney, this has generated donations

from 7 percent of those contacted.

“The AFAF is truly a program for our people,
meaning the Air Force family: active duty, reserve,
Guard, spouses and retirees,” said Tech. Sgt. Ed-
ward Stobierski, AFAF collector for the wing staff.

The fund’s mission to assist Airmen and their
families is carried out by the fund’s four affiliates:
the Air Force Aid Society, the Air Force Enlisted
Village, the Air Force Village Indigent Widows’ Fund
and The General and Mrs. Curtis E. LeMay Foun-
dation.

Each organization has a slightly different mis-
sion, and the Air Force Assistance Fund allows those
who give to choose which organizations benefit from
their donations.

According to the fund’s administrators, because
Air Force people are helping Air Force people di-
rectly, the charity’s administrative and fund-rais-
ing costs are among the lowest in the nation, mean-
ing 95 cents or more of every dollar contributed will
be translated into tangible assistance.

“We want commanders to participate, but don’t
want Airmen to feel pressured into donating,” said
Master Sgt. Ricardo Melendez, the AFAF alternate
project officer. “I know we’ll do well to help this
worthy cause.

RAMSTEIN AIR BASE,

Be SMART this spring

RAMSTEIN AIR BASE, Germany
(USAFENS) -The coming of spring is right
around the corner. Soon families will take
to the roads of Europe to enjoy spring break
and, unfortunately, some may not make it
back.

According to United States Air Forces in
Europe safety officials, spring break is tra-
ditionally a period of increased risk. The
safety office is working to get the word out
so everyone makes it home from their hard-
earned vacations.

Enter Project SMART

Short for Smartly Managing Awareness,
Risk and Threats, the program objective is
to promote the safety culture with a focus
on personal risk management.

“With spring break on the horizon, many
families will be planning vacations or ex-
tended weekend excursions,” said Gen. Rob-
ert H. “Doc” Foglesong, U.S. Air Forces in
Europe commander. “It’s really important
that they all come back safely - every active

duty and civilian member and their families
are part of our USAFE team.”

Before members depart on their spring
break adventures, commanders should meet
with their troops and emphasize the use of
risk management in all activities, especially
since motor vehicle accidents are the lead-
ing cause of death and lost duty time, the
general added.

During the last four years, eight USAFE
members have lost their lives in preventable
vehicle mishaps. An additional 150 were in-
jured in preventable mishaps while engaged
in on- and off-duty activities.

“Preventable injuries undermine our mis-
sion readiness,” said General Foglesong.
“More importantly, they take a toll on loved
ones, friends and coworkers of members in-
volved. As commanders and supervisors, the
responsibility is squarely on our shoulders
to do all we can to reduce mishaps.”

The April Project SMART theme is “Ride
SMART” - targeted for motorcycle riders,
however, the messages apply to everyone.

“No one is immune to vehicle mishaps
regardless of the number of wheels under
them,” said Col. Scott Adams, USAFE safety
director. “Driving is an activity where you

can be doing everything right and still be
involved in a mishap.”

According to Colonel Adams, command-
ers and supervisors must remind vehicle op-
erators of two essentials:

1) Don’t increase the risk by driving while
fatigued or going too fast for conditions;

2) Motorcyclists must always wear the
right gear.

“Supervisors should ensure each mem-
ber has a smart vacation plan and review it
with them,” the colonel explained. “People
should perform a vehicle inspection before
they depart using the checklist on the safety
directorate Website under Ground Safety

I ngEedti an ISt ahttps:i/
wwwmil.usafe.af.mil/direct/se/SEG/
Docl6.doc. If your subordinate’s vehicle is
high risk or the member is young or inexpe-
rienced, help them through the inspection.”

The bottom line for the command is to
have everyone safely home after the break.

“We need every member to return safely
after enjoying spring break, ready to meet
the needs of our nation,” said General
Foglesong. “Be smart about how you take
on your spring break activities and enjoy the
spring season.”

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Lessons learned:

Drugs, assault bring confinement, discharge

An Airman here was convicted
of cocaine use and assault during a
Special Court Martial March 25.

Senior Airman Andrew Aichele,
65th Civil Engineer Squadron, pled
guilty to one charge of cocaine use
and one charge of assault.

When an investigation revealed
possible drug use, a sample of Air-
man Aichele’s hair was analyzed and
tested positive for cocaine.

While the investigation into
Aichele’s drug use was ongoing, the
accused assaulted another military
member in a separate unrelated in-
cident.

Airman Aichele requested to be
tried by military judge alone.

Lt. Col. Thomas Pittman of the
European Judiciary Circuit sen-
tenced Airman Aichele to be reduced
in grade to airman basic, confined for
three months and discharged from
the Air Force with a bad-conduct dis-
charge.

“It's certainly not pleasing to see
one of my squadron members face
criminal charges let alone be con-
victed of those charges,” Lt. Col. Terry
Watkins, the commander of 65th Civil
Engineer Squadron, said. “However,
the Air Force establishes standards
of conduct that everyone must ad-
here to, and it is these standards that
serve as a foundation of excellence
which allows us to be recognized as

the most powerful and respected Air
Force in the world. This incident is
one of those infrequent and unfortu-
nate instances when an individual’s
conduct fell short of our standards.
While enforcing the UCMJ and re-
ferring infractions to the military jus-
tice system may not be enjoyable, it
is an important tool to ensure our
force remains able to successfully
carry out our mission.”

“You will be caught and punished
for actions detrimental to good order
and discipline,” Master Sergeant
Chris Moore, 65th CES first sergeant
said. “The Air Force has no place in
its society for illegal drug use or as-
sault in any form. Individually, these
crimes are punishable under the
UCMJ and someone can be court-
martialed for each offense alone.
With this conviction, Aichele now
holds a federal conviction for life. The
lesson learned here is to simply don’t
do it. A single bad decision could
impact you for life.”

The maximum sentence that can
be imposed by a Special Court-Mar-
tial is a bad-conduct discharge, for-
feiture of two-thirds pay and allow-
ances for one year and confinement
for one year.

If referred to a General-Court-
Martial, the maximum sentence for
these charges would have been a dis-
honorable discharge, forfeiture of all
pay and allowances and confinement
for five and a half years.

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C-130 returns from Portugal

Ramstein discovered the Portuguese com-
pany OGMA, a depot-level contractor,
through a NATO Maintenance and Supply
Agency.

A full scale refurbishment at Ramstein, a
35 work day job, isn’t possible due to hangar
space and with Germany’s environmental re-
strictions, said Capt. Matt Gamblin, 86th
Maintenance Squadron operations officer.
The wing is not authorized to spray enough
paint to permit large-scope projects such as a
refurbishment, but OGMA provides a way to
get extensive maintenance performed with-
out the need to fly back to the states.

The refurbishment is more than cosmetic.

“Refurbishment is more then making a
plane look good. It affects the life expectancy
and gives us a higher functionality of the air-
craft. There is no substitute for proactive main-
tenance,” said Lt. Col. Christopher Mardis,
86th MXS commander.

Senior Airman Ryan Conti, assistant dedi-
cated crew chief of the first refurbished plane,
said the new modifications make it easier to
access everything. “It's nice to get a ‘brand
new plane’ and make it clean. It's definitely

better then getting a ‘dirty bird.” It's exciting
and the plane’s beautiful.”

Besides what's being accomplished at
OGMA, the 86th MXG is also working at
home to improve both interior and exterior
appearance. Among other things, Combat
Flightline’s aircraft monthly competition has
resulted in the dedicated crew chiefs demand-
ing more and more appearance upgrades dur-
ing our isochronal inspections (scheduled
maintenance), which is a win-win situation,
said Captain Gamblin.

“It is a very exciting time seeing the
progress and enthusiasm as we improve ap-
pearance, while flying at an incredible 65-
hour utilization rate some months on 39-year-
old aircraft,” said Col. L. Parker Plumb I1, 86th
Maintenance Group commander. “We should
be halfway through refurbishing our C-130E
fleet by the end of this year, and our number
one goal next year will be to finish out the
fleet, if we receive the funding.”

Col. Rob Kane, 86th Airlift Wing com-
mander, took the time to tour the OGMA fa-
cility and fly back Ramstein’s first refurbished
aircraft. The commander was impressed not
only by the contractor’s work, but the
Ramstein maintainers’ comprehensive ap-
proach to maintaining its C-130s.

“This is a perfect example of taking
Combat Flightline to its fullest extent,”
Colonel Kane said. “The 86th Maintenance
Group’s focus on our fleet’s health and con-
dition will undoubtedly reap significant im-
provements in aircraft performance and re-
liability.”

Currently a total of eight C-130s are sched-
uled for refurbishment throughout the year.

AFAF charities:

According to the AFAF bro-
chure, “the Air Force Aid So-
ciety is the official charity of
the Air Force chartered to as-
sist in relieving financial
emergencies faced by active
duty members and their fami-
lies. It also assists reserve and
Guard personnel who are on
extended active duty or face
unique emergencies situa-
tions. ...Air Force retirees and
widows are also considered
for assistance.”

Qualifying members can
receive interest-free loans or
grants during personal and
family emergencies and aid
for food, rent, utilities, etc.
Grants to help with funeral
costs for dependent children
and spouses, and respite care

are also provided. Most bases
offer this assistance at Air
Force Aid Society sections at
the base family support cen-
ter.

The society also runs an
educational grant program for
spouses and children, and
supports community initia-
tives like Child Care for Vol-
unteers, Bundles for Babies,
Car Care Because We Care,
Youth Employment Skills,
Child Care for PCS, Give Par-
ents a Break, and phone cards
for deployed members. More
information on the AFAS is at
www.afas.org.

The three remaining orga-
nizations focus mainly on wid-
ows and widowers that served
in the Air Force as the mili-
tary member or the spouse;
however, active duty members
benefit from their services too.

For example, the Air Force
Enlisted Village provides tem-
porary housing and services-
up to 12 months-to spouses of
enlisted members who are
killed or who die on active
duty, and adult dependents
(ex. parents) are eligible for
permanent housing on a
space-available basis. For
more on the AFEV visit
www.afenlistedwidows.org.

The Air Force Village Indi-
gent Widows’ Fund offers a
similar 12 month benefit to
spouses of officers killed on ac-
tive duty and their adult de-
pendents, and help active duty
members facing long-term re-
habilitation in the Air Force
Village Health Care Center
which is available to military
members of all ranks and their
dependents.

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Serwces flghts to win for Lajes

A soldier cowered in a trench dur-
ing World War One. Paralyzed with
fear from artillery, they called it “shell
shock.” Twenty five years later a Ma-
rine stared out from a fox hole in a Pa-
cific island jungle, awaiting the next
attack with nothing left but grit. His
exhaustion was termed “battle fa-
tigue.”

A generation later, Southeast Asia
Airmen endured rocket attacks with a
detachment that became known as the
“thousand yard stare” By the end of
the twentieth century, Gulf warriors
were being treated for “Post Traumatic
Shock,” yet in each of these situations
the same stressful situation eroded the
military readiness.

Commanders learned over the years
the most effective way to combat this
anxiety was to get the troops away
from the front for a short while to en-
joy a hot meal, a comfortable bed and
recreational relaxation. They were re-
newed and ready for the fight in no
time.

Today, this support for the
warfighter is part of the Air Force cul-
ture, as services professionals provide
meals, lodging, fitness and recreation
for the morale and welfare of our mili-
tary. The services professionals at
Lajes take this responsibility very se-
riously, and most of the leadership has
deployed to the desert to personally ex-
perience the value of providing morale
sustaining support under austere con-
ditions.

By continuous training and con-
stantly honing their services skills,
members of the 65th Services Squad-
ron serve to counteract the stress for
members deploying through Lajes on
their way to and from the fight. The
experts say the stress does not have to
be from actual combat—the mere be-
lief that danger is close often brings
the same harmful response. By provid-
ing good food, comfortable accommo-

dations and recreational opportuni-
ties, Lajes helps diffuse some of the
built-up pressure from on-going op-
erations in the war on terror.

Recently, teams from USAFE
evaluated Lajes to see how well we
met our customers’ needs. In the lodg-
ing arena, we vied for the Innkeeper
Award and in the overall services
arena we competed for the Eubank
award as best small services unit in
the command to provide combat sup-
port and community service to en-
hance Lajes quality of life.

Sometimes it may seem difficult to
understand the value of quality of life
programs when compared to the awe-
some weapons and equipment of our
Air Force. But military hardware is not
what the fight is really about. It's
about people, and protecting freedom
to pursue happiness: in other words,
quality of life.

I’'m proud to say we are part of that
mission. Services team members sac-
rifice their time and energy to make
life better for Team Lajes and our Air
Force family.

Most of the time this support hap-
pens in the background, like a deli-
cate web interwoven into the fabric
of daily life. Often barely visible yet
it provides strong support, offering a
flexible structure on which so much
of our quality of life depends.

Awareness month educates, seeks prevention

On average, a sexual assault occurs in
the U.S. every two minutes — and often
goes unreported. Just as often, the victim
is a friend, co-worker or even a family
member.

Sexual assault is any type of sexual
activity not wanted or agreed to. This can
range from inappropriate touching to
intercourse. It includes rape, attempted
rape, child molestation and sexual
harassment, according to Master Sgt.
Ingrid Marvin, 65th Air Base Wing judge
advocate office manager.

“Sexual assault can happen in
different situations, such as date rape or
domestic violence,” Sergeant Marvin
said. “The majority of sexual assaults
happen in the victim’s home, or the home
of a friend, relative or neighbor.”

In more than 80 percent of the cases,
the victim knows the offender; only about
22 percent of forcible rapes are committed
by a stranger.

“It doesn’t matter if you know each

other, were dating, or were married,”
Sergeant Marvin said. “Without willing
consent, it's sexual assault. Even if you
didn’t fight back or say ‘no, it’s still sexual
assault - if you didn’t voluntarily say ‘yes’
with words or actions, you did not consent.”
If the victim is unconscious or not in
control of his or her mental faculties, he or
she is also unable to give consent, Sergeant

Marvin said.

“Don’t be afraid to ask for help or
support,” Sergeant Marvin said. “It is not
your fault you were assaulted.”

For more information or to talk to
someone about sexual assault, contact a
chaplain, family advocacy, life skills, the
family support center, or seek medical or
legal assistance.

Tips for preventing sexual assault:
- Be alert to surroundings, and walk with confidence.
- When out with friends at social events, don’t leave with a new acquaintance.
- Limit alcohol intake - it can cloud judgment.
- When home, ensure windows and doors are locked. Use peepholes in doors, and keep
entryways well lit.
If attacked:
- Try to escape by screaming and making noise - this can discourage the attacker from following.
- Talk, stall for time and assess options.
- Do not get into a vehicle with the attacker, no matter what.
- Do what it takes to survive - if fighting back, be quick, determined and effective.
If sexually assaulted:
- Get away from the attacker to a safe place as fast as possible.
- Contact the 65th Security Forces Squadron or the Office of Special Investigations.
- Don’t wash, comb or clean any part of the body, or change clothes.

- Don’t touch anything at the scene of the assault.

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(GRACIOSA THE FOURTH DISCOVERY

The Island of Graciosa is located approxi-
mately 31 miles northwest of Terceira and
has a surface area of about 36 square miles.
The island was given the nickname of llha
Branca (White Island) due to its landscape,
and that theme is also evident in the names
given to places such as a village called
Pedras Brancas (White Stones) or Serra
Branca (White Mountain).

The date of the island’s discovery is un-
certain, although it is believed sailors from
nearby Terceira found it in 1450. Small in
size, Graciosa still has a lot to offer visitors
in terms of landscape, culture, festivals and
food.

With a predominantly agricultural and
fishing-based economy, for centuries
Graciosa has traded most of its products with
Terceira and other neighboring islands. Con-
centrating mostly on agriculture, livestock,
wine (the island is famous for its red and
white wines) and cheese production, the is-
land has preserved its quiet, rural-island
charm while supporting and participating in
the progress of the Azores.

Santa Cruz is the island’s most developed
town, the seat of the only municipality on
the island, and the site of most of the island’s
economic activity. This small but interest-
ing town features two large water reservoirs
in the center of town (used in bygone days
to quench the cattle’s thirst), the Santo
Cristo Church, a museum, the cultural cen-
ter and the nearby Mount of Ajuda, where
you can enjoy a beautiful view of the town.

Every August the town organizes the
“Festival of Senhor Santo Cristo dos
Milagres,” a religious event that attracts
people from across the island, neighboring
islands and emigrants now living in the U.S.
and Canada.

Like Terceira, Graciosa has a “Praia,”
though not distinguished by a naval victory.
This town is the second most important
burgh and where the island’s main harbor
is located.

Perhaps Graciosa’s most visited and well-

known attraction is
the sulfur cave, a
volcanic cavern lo-

cated in the middle

of an inactive vol-

cano crater, called

Caldeira.

At the bottom of
this cavern is a
lake of warm, sul-
furous water where
there is still volca-
nic activity. Actu-
ally, visitors aren’t
allowed to get too
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close to the lake
due to danger of
release of sulfurous gases. Recommended
viewing hours are 11 a.m. - 2 p.m. when
the sun’s rays bring the cavern to life. A cau-
tionary note, though: To reach the cavern
you must take a steep circular seven-story
staircase. Before visiting you must ensure
you are physically able to start the descent
and ascent. After you visit the sulfur cave
you should walk around the crater and en-
joy the beautiful scenery of the island’s
southwest side and the extraordinary view
of the islands of Terceira, Sdo Jorge and
Pico.

The village of Carapacho, located by the
sea, is another site that deserves a special
reference. This is where the island’s camp-
site and thermal spa are located. This vil-
lage resort is in great demand by island na-
tives and tourists alike, especially during
the summer months. The natural thermal
spa offers sulfur-rich and alkaline waters,
which are said to be good for rheumatism
and skin conditions.

Other significant villages on the island
include Guadalupe, Luz, Feiteira, Pedras
Brancas, Vitdria, Fajd and Barro Branco. A
common view in those villages is the wind-
mills, which were used in the past to grind
wheat and corn.

The Island of Graciosa has also become

very popular in recent years for its celebra-
tion of Carnival (Mardi Gras). For three days
and nights the island hosts masquerade balls
and parades in community centers and
nightclubs.

The regional airline flies to Graciosa al-
most every day of the week. Airfare costs
about 100 Euros round trip, depending on
the exchange rate. Ferryboats also serve the
island between the months of June and Sep-
tember.

Over-the-counter meds need attention

When properly used, all over-the-counter
medications should work as they are
advertised, according to officials from the
65th Medical Group.

The key, said Capt. (Dr.) John Catoe, a
pharmacist and pharmacy element chief
with the 65th Medical Operations Squad-
ron, is understanding the instructions and
taking the right medication.

“If properly used and used to treat the
correct symptoms, all over-the-counter
medications work,” the doctor said. “Anyone
looking for relief from an ailment should try
to purchase medications based on symp-
toms.”

Dr. Catoe also offered these suggestions
when buying meds:

— “Some prefer brand name medica-

tions over generic. Sudafed vs.
Pseudophedrine, for example. The active
ingredients in each are the same, the only
difference is in pricing,” he said.

— Try to purchase medications based on
symptoms. “If your symptom is chest
congestion, don’t purchase medication for a
head cold,” the doctor said. “Another
example: taking Tylenol PM because you
need a sleeping aid, but do not have a
headache or fever.”

— Dr. Catoe said try not to take too much
medication. “More is not better. Don’t
double the dose of a medication thinking it
will work better or faster. Stick to the
recommended dose on the label to avoid
side effects.”

— Proper dosing sometimes poses a
problem, the doctor said. Children should
not be given half the recommended adult

dose. If there is a pediatric form of the
medication, it should be purchased or check
with your physician.

— Consumers should comply with
package warnings. Don’t mix alcohol with
medication under any circumstances.

— Taking over-the-counter medications
sometimes mask the symptoms of serious
iliness. In addition, Dr. Catoe said, over-the-
counter medications often save time from
not having to make unnecessary trip to the
doctor.

— Finally, some over-the-counter
medications interact with prescription
medications. “Be careful when choosing,”
Dr. Catoe said.

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A Call for Prisoners of War

On April 9, 2004, National Former Pris-
oners of War Recognition Day, Veterans Af-
fairs and the VA Former Prisoner of War Ad-
visory Committee will launch a national ef-
fort to reach U.S. veterans who are former
prisoners of war with some of the follow-
ing messages:

- VA has benefits and health care pro-
grams for former POWSs and their depen-
dents

- VA's benefits for former POWs have ex-
panded in recent years, including new en-
titlement rules for disability compensation,
special eligibility for VA health care and
greater access to medication and dental
services. Many former POWs may not be
aware of the benefits for which they are
eligible even if they are currently receiv-
ing compensation

- For former POWSs not receiving VA
benefits or health care, now is the time to
apply for benefits and enroll in the VA
health care system

- Each VA Regional Benefits Office and
VA Medical Center has a former POW co-
ordinator on staff. VA medical centers have
former POW clinical treatment teams
Former POWSs not receiving VA benefits
should contact VA at 1-800-827-1000.

CHAMPVA policy for spouses

An extended deadline will allow more
time for some remarried surviving spouses
of veterans to seek health care insurance
under the Civilian Health and Medical Pro-
gram of the Department of Veterans Affairs.

The extension applies to CHAMPVA-eli-
gible spouses who remarry after a veteran’s
death.

The surviving husband or wife lost ac-
cess to CHAMPVA benefits if they remar-
ried before their 55th birthday and before
Feb. 4, 2003.

Under rules announced last March,
those survivors had until Feb. 4, 2004, to
apply for reinstatement of their CHAMPVA

coverage.

Today’s announcement gives them un-
til Dec. 16, 2004, to apply for reinstate-
ment.

To be eligible for CHAMPVA, people
must be family members of veterans who
have a permanent and total service-con-
nected disability, who died of a service-
connected condition or who were totally
disabled from a service-connected condi-
tion at the time of death.

Program for retirees

Defense Department officials imple-
mented a new policy March 22 allowing
defense managers to hire civil-service re-
tirees needed in critical positions without
offsetting their retirement pay, which was
required under a previous law.

A similar provision was previously
implemented for military retirees.

Until enactment of this stand-alone pro-
vision, authorized by the 2004 National
Defense Authorization Act, DOD civil-ser-
vice retirees had their pay reduced by the
amount of their pension.

AF announces new SRB list

Bluesuiters will see significant changes
in the newly released selective re-enlist-
ment bonus list resulting from solid reten-
tion rates, Pentagon officials said.

Following the selective re-enlistment
review board, the Air Force has published
the latest SRB list which contains 62 Air
Force specialties.

“The SRB program is a retention tool
the Air Force uses as an incentive to help
keep the right people in the right jobs to
accomplish our mission,” said Senior Mas-
ter Sgt. Maria Cornelia, chief of retention
and bonus programs at Air Force head-
quarters here.

“During this period of improved reten-
tion, it is prudent to make adjustments,”
she said. “Airmen should remember that
SRBs are not an entitlement and must be
adjusted to meet Air Force needs.”

All enlisted skills were reviewed, in-
cluding reporting and special-duty iden-
tifiers, officials said.

The criteria used for determining
which enlisted skills will receive an SRB

include current and projected manning
levels, re-enlistment trends, career-field
force structure changes and inputs from
individual career-field managers.

SRBs are authorized in 0.5 increments,
or multiples, and in three re-enlistment
zones for people with between 17 months
and 14 years of service.

Zone A, which applies to Airmen re-en-
listing between 17 months and six years
of service, incurred nine increases, 19 re-
ductions and 86 removals. Zone B, which
applies to Airmen re-enlisting between six
and 10 years of service, had eight in-
creases, 18 reductions and 80 removals.
Zone C, which applies to Airmen re-en-
listing between 10 and 14 years of service,
saw one increase, four decreases and 32
removals.

Additions and multiple increases are ef-
fective March 30.

The SRB multiple decreases and dele-
tions are effective April 30.

Investigation findings
released

U.S. Central Command officials re-
leased the findings March 29 of an inves-
tigation into a friendly fire incident be-
tween U.S. forces.

The investigation examined the circum-
stances surrounding an incident involving
an A-10 Thunderbolt Il firing on a com-
pany of Marines in An Nasiriyah, Iraqg, on
March 23, 2003.

Investigators found several factors con-
tributed to the event, including problem-
atic communications links between U.S.
forces and a battle plan that, because of
unforeseen circumstances, changed as the
situation unfolded.

They determined that the pilots in-
volved acted appropriately based on the
information they possessed at the time of
the incident.

During an intense firefight there, a to-
tal of 18 Marines were killed and 17 were
wounded. Eight of the deaths were veri-
fied as the result of enemy fire.

Of the remaining 10 Marines killed, in-
vestigators were unable to determine the
cause of death as the Marines were also
engaged in heavy fighting with the enemy
at the time of the incident.

Of the 17 Marines wounded, only one
was conclusively determined to have been
hit by friendly fire.

Three Marines were wounded while in-
side vehicles that received both friendly
and hostile fire, and the exact sequence
and source of their injuries could not be
determined.
