(AFPN) — January marks the
start of the New Year as well as the
celebration of Martin Luther King Jr.
Day.

Today, we recognize the ever-
changing demographics in our country,
schools and work areas. These changes
have influenced the way we relate to
one another and how we do business.

In recent years, managing diversity
has become a business imperative.
Senior Air Force leaders have stated
that the service’s capability to function
as a team and accomplish its mission
depends on respecting diversity.

Brig. Gen. Dana Born, academy dean
of the faculty, supported the same view
during a recent symposium at the
Women in Military Service for America
Memorial.

“Without integrity and mutual
respect, we simply aren’t a team,”
General Born said. “And that’s the heart
of our philosophy of officer develop-
ment at the Academy and Airmen
development in our Air Force doctrine.”

The Rev. King espoused the message
of diversity management before the
term became widely used. His work,
words and legacy embody not only
diversity principles, but also the Air
Force core values.

He spoke of the three major pillars
that form the foundation for diversity
management – the legal case, the moral
case and the business case. When
advocating legal rights and equitable
treatment through various marches,
protests and boycotts, he didn’t cham-
pion one racial, religious, age or gender
group, but rather all people.

His actions led to laws that protect
the rights of all and in doing so, benefit
others. Many people are thankful they
are able to maneuver strollers and
luggage on curbs and ramps created by
law to allow equal accessibility to those
in wheelchairs.

He dreamed of a time when people
would feel compelled morally to treat
people equitably:

“I have a dream that my four little
children will one day live in a nation
where they will not be judged by the
color of their skin, but by the content of
their character.”

He demonstrated the adverse
economical consequences businesses
can suffer when inequities are permit-
ted; the Montgomery bus boycott
crippled that city’s and Alabama’s
economy as a whole.

More pertinent to Airmen are the
relation of his words to the Air Force
core values.

Integrity First — “Cowardice asks
the question — is it safe? Expediency
asks the question — is it politic? Vanity
asks the question — is it popular? But
conscience asks the question — is it
right? And there comes a time when one
must take a position that is neither safe,
nor politic, nor popular; but one must
take it because it is right.”

Service Before Self — “Life’s most
persistent and urgent question is: ‘What
are you doing for others?’”

Excellence in All We Do — “Everyone
can be great, because everyone can
serve. You don’t have to have a college
degree to serve. You don’t have to make
your subject and verb agree to serve.
You only need a heart full of grace. A
soul generated by love.”

His work has left an indelible mark
on America’s history. However, his story
is not the only one.

The purpose of ethnic observances is
to shed light and celebrate the accom-
plishments and contributions of a
diverse group of Americans who helped
shape America — not to illicit pity for
one group, while discounting another.
The Air Force’s ability to maintain air
and space dominance will rely heavily
on its ability to recruit and retain the
best and the brightest.

That ability is enhanced when people
perceive that equitable treatment,
human dignity and respect extend to all.
The stories shared and lessons learned
from those who exhibit the core values
we strive to live by, make the obser-
vances relevant and serve as reminders
of what is required to achieve mission
success.

major command — celebrates its 64th
anniversary this month.

It is a command that has helped shape
world events since its inception during
World War II. Its legacy continued
through the Cold War, conflicts in South-
east Asia, and remains equally vital to-
day as we continue that tradition in the
global war on terrorism, said Gen. Tom
Hobbins, the 34th and current USAFE
commander.

“For more than half a century, USAFE
airmen have taken the fight to America’s
and our allies’ enemies,” General
Hobbins said. “All Airmen and civilians
assigned to USAFE today, like those who
came before, should take pride in the fact
that, every day, their service to our na-
tion adds to this command’s proud
legacy.”

What became USAFE began its exist-
ence as Eighth Air Force at Savannah,
Ga., on Jan. 19, 1942. A few weeks later,
the War Department put Eighth Air Force
at the center of the Allies’ plans for win-
ning the war by giving it the mission of
directing the U.S. strategic bombing
campaign against Axis Europe from the
United Kingdom.

In February 1944, the headquarters
took control of strategic bombing mis-
sions based in the Mediterranean. The
broader mission brought with it a new
name, U.S. Strategic Air Forces in Eu-

rope, later short-
ened to U.S. Air
Forces in Europe
in August 1945.

U S A F E
helped deter So-
viet attack on
Western Europe
though the long
years of the Cold War, contributed forces
to victorious coalitions in the Persian Gulf
War and the Balkans conflict in the 1990s,
and saved countless lives while partici-
pating in nearly 200 humanitarian op-
erations.

Its commanders have included such
legendary Air Force leaders as Gen. Carl
Spaatz, Gen. Curtis E. LeMay, and Gen.
Lauris Norstad, and more recently Gen.
Michael Ryan and Gen. John P. Jumper,
both of whom later served as Air Force
Chief of Staff.

The headquarters’ continuing commit-
ment to excellence is reflected in the fact
that it has won 11 Air Force Organiza-
tional Excellence Awards since 1986.  Its
current missions include strengthening
America’s ties with the more than 90
countries in its area of responsibility and
defending American interests in the re-
gion against the full spectrum of threats.

The command has played a leading
role in the global war on terrorism, de-
ploying people and equipment to Af-
ghanistan, Iraq and the Persian Gulf re-
gion, as well as the trans-Sahara region
of northern Africa.

Air Force will reactivate the 65th Aggres-
sor Squadron at Nellis Air Force Base,
Nev., Jan. 12.

In a letter to Airmen, Gen. T. Michael
Moseley, Air Force chief of staff, cited the
history of the unit as “legendary” and said
the aggressors will “directly contribute to
the combat capability of our Airmen.”

“The 65th and other aggressor units
will provide realistic adversary training
in air, space and information operations
that make us even better,” General
Moseley said. “Their training will keep
us innovative as we fight this global war
on terror and defend this great nation in
the face of modern threats and tactics that
continue to proliferate.”

“We have to have adversarial training
to remain razor sharp,” he said.

The unit will stand up with nine F-15C
Eagles, and later will be expanded to a
total of 24 fighters. The squadron was last
active in 1989 when it operated F-5E Ti-
ger II aircraft.

Once active, the squadron will fly
alongside the F-16 Fighting Falcons of
the 64th Aggressor Squadron — part of
the Air Force’s advanced composite force
training team.

In the letter, the general also said ad-
vanced adversarial training will better
prepare Airmen. He also urged people to
“use these opportunities to continually
innovate and improve our tactics, tech-
nologies and training.”

“If we do that then we will continue to
dominate air, space and cyberspace,”
General Moseley said.

Fluoride is a naturally
occurring mineral
that is very beneficial

to oral health.   When the proper
dose of fluoride is exposed to
teeth, it helps to make teeth
stronger and more resistant to
cavities.  It is most beneficial
in children when the adult teeth
are still forming.

For years, 65th Medical
Group personnel have given
fluoride supplements to all
children during in-processing.

A low-level dose in public
water supply is the most com-
mon and most predictable way
of delivering fluoride.  How-
ever, since fluoride is not
present in the on-base water
supply, and fluctuates in the off-
base water supply, fluoride
supplements were issued.

If not monitored properly,
fluoride drops or tablets may
cause a child to be exposed to
too much fluoride.  High levels
of fluoride will not prevent
cavities any more than the pre-
ferred low-level exposure.  In
fact, too much fluoride may
cause a brown and white speck-
led appearance in the develop-
ing adult teeth in children.

In the military, we come
from all different areas of the
world, and children are ex-
posed to different levels of fluo-
ride depending on where they
live.  The American Dental
Association still recommends
fluoride supplementation for
high cavity risk patients in ar-
eas that lack fluoridated wa-
ter.  However, recent studies
have shown that many foods,
drinks, and juices are pro-
cessed with fluoride-contain-
ing water.  Due to the possible
exposure of multiple sources
of fluoride, we now recom-
mend fluoride supplementa-
tion be prescribed on a case-
by-case basis by a dentist after
discussing previous fluoride
exposure, diet, risk for cavities
and oral hygiene habits.

For most children, we rec-
ommend that they receive their
fluoride exposure from bottled
water with fluoride added.

Army and Air Force Ex-
change Service and the De-
fense Commissary Agency
managers have been con-
tacted about carrying bottled
water with added fluoride at
the commissary and shop-
pette.  The estimated time of
arrival is February.

It is possible to make fluo-

ridated water by yourself as
well.  Simply crush a 1.1 mg
Sodium Fluoride tablet and
dissolve in five liters of water.
The commissary sells large
five liter jugs of bottled water
which makes this method easy
and convenient.  This method
gives you the proper concen-
tration of 0.1 parts per million
fluoride that is recommended
by the ADA in drinking water.
This water is safe to drink by
all ages, and can be substi-
tuted for your normal drink-
ing water.

Also, use toothpaste with
fluoride.  Use only a pea-sized
amount of toothpaste spread
out on the brush to be sure not
to expose your children to too
much fluoride.  Encourage
them to spit it out as they brush.
For older children who can
rinse and spit (ages 5 and up),
fluoride-containing mouth
rinses are also available, such
as Act mouth rinse.  Normally,
using the fluoridated tooth-
paste and water provide the
best combination of multiple
topical application with low-
concentration fluoride
throughout the day.

Two Airmen sentenced in courts-martial last week

Two airmen were sentenced during
courts- martial here Jan. 10.

The first senior airman pleaded guilty
to using Methamphetamine and was sen-
tenced by special court-martial to a re-
duction in rank and 75 days confinement.

Senior Airman Nicholas Knaggs was
charged Jan. 3 under Uniform Code of
Military Justice article 112a:  wrongful
use, possession, etc., of controlled sub-
stances.

 Military Judge, Col. Gordon Ham-
mock, sentenced Airman Knaggs to a re-
duction in rank to E-2 and 75 days con-
finement, which he will serve at the U.S.
Army detention center in Mannheim,
Germany.

Airman Knaggs faced a maximum of

one year confinement, reduction in rank
to E-1, loss of two-thirds pay per month
for 12 months, and a bad conduct dis-
charge.

Airman Jared Miller
was charged Jan. 4, under
Uniform Code of Military
Justice article 107; making
a false official statement,
and article 134; dishonor-
ably failing to pay a just
debt, specifying that he did
not pay his landlord eight
months of rent totaling
6,400 euros.

 Judge Hammock sen-
tenced Airman Miller to a reduction in
rank to E-2 and three months confine-
ment, which he will serve at the U.S. Army
detention center in Mannheim, Germany.

Airman Miller faced a maximum of 1

year confinement, reduction in rank to E-
1, loss of two-thirds pay per month for 12
months, and a bad conduct discharge.

Maj. Derek Grimes, 65th Air Base Wing
Staff Judge Advocate, said
an important note from this
case is that the random
urinanalysis program is ef-
fective in catching users.
“He used Methamphet-
amines while home on
leave and was randomly
caught when he got back,
resulting in a court martial
conviction of 75 days and
a reduction to E-2.”

Major Grimes also stressed the poten-
tial consequences of neglecting to pay
debts and trying to get away without set-
tling them based on the conviction in the
other Airman’s case.

Anyone looking for books
knows the library is the place
to go, but thanks to one

Combat and Special Interest Program,
the library here offers more.

Project Wizard is a program to
increase learning opportunities for
military members and their dependents
through U.S. Air Forces in Europe
libraries.

The program has brought several
improvements to the library here.

Since October 2003, when the
program was implemented, the number
of visits has increased more than 140
percent and the circulation – the
number of items people checkout – has
increased more than 120 percent,
according to Barbara Biljan, reference
librarian.

“We’ve significantly increased our
book collection with current titles to
meet the educational needs of our
military members,” said Ms. Biljan.  

For years, libraries have been
traditionally associated with books, but
now there is more.

“We have an excellent library
collection that includes traditional
print materials, DVDs, CDs, research
databases, and study materials for
CLEP, DANTES and ASVAB,” explained
Barbara Biljan, reference librarian.
“We have something to meet everyone’s
educational and recreational needs.” 

People who want to read daily

newspapers like USA Today or the
Washington Post can now do so thanks
to satellite newspaper service.

“With the initial funds the library
received, we purchased a program that
allows us to download and print the
USA Today and Washington Post
newspapers the same day they are
published,” Ms. Biljan said. “Customers
can actually read the daily paper, rather
than having to wait two weeks until the
print copy arrives.”

Project Wizard funds were used to
add more variety to the existing
inventory.

“We’ve added a new young adult
books collection which offers many
more choices for our teen and preteen
customers. 

There are also special programs for
children’s and teens including a regular
story hour Friday at 3 p.m., teen
mystery nights and contests.

For children, there are three comput-
ers that offer learning programs for
ages 2 through the students in the fifth
grade.

“They are kid friendly,” Jodi
Warminsky explained of the computer
stations that resemble legos in primary
colors. The stations are designed for
children with a kid-friendly monitor
that doesn’t include the buttons tradi-
tionally found on monitors as well as a
mouse designed for children. “The icons
are animated, so the children who can’t
read can click on the pictures.”

The 13 standard computers avail-
able for personal use and internet

access are a popular feature at the
library.

A new feature they’ve been able to
offer since Project Wizard started is
wireless service. “The library has two
wireless servers which allow customers
to use their laptops throughout the
library — or from their car – the signal
reaches outside the building in the
parking lot, and I’ve heard at the coffee
shop in the BX,” Ms. Biljan said.

“Project Wizard made an immediate
impact as I would use the library’s
Internet to stay up with my personal e-
mail when I first arrived at Lajes,” said
Capt. Brad Stebbins, 65th Operations
Support Squadron. “Once I moved into
my house, I chose to continue taking
advantage of Project Wizard through
the use of my laptop and the library’s
Wi-fi network.  While there, I found it
convenient — and cost effective — to
flip through the Air Force Times,
catching up our service through
another perspective.  Then one day, I
took a look at the Chief of Staff
Reading List pamphlet and for the first
time since grade school, I got a library
card to check out some of the recom-
mended books.  I found that I missed
pleasure reading and that I especially
enjoyed histories and biographies.  I
have been reading more and more, ever
since!”

The improvements in inventory and
services aren’t the only changes. There
have been changes to the way the
library looks and feels inside.  

The appearance of the children’s
room is one bonus from Project Wizard.

“Funding allowed us to add custom-
made window seating, colorful chairs
and wall decorations and a huge ocean-
themed rug that kids can sprawl out on
during storytime,” Ms. Biljan said.

Other cosmetic changes to the
library include a custom-made circula-
tion desk as well as some rearranging
to make the areas in the library more
inviting.  

“It’s a nice place to come visit to
browse for the latest best-sellers, block
buster movies or just relax while
flipping through a magazine,” said Ms.
Biljan.

“We’re extremely proud of the
services provided by our library here at

Monte Brasil, standing

next to Angra City, is actually
an inactive volcano. This
elevation, although small, is
a very pleasant area offering
visitors some interesting
vistas and a relaxing leisure
spot.

One of the main attrac-
tions of the Monte Brasil
area is the big stone wall that
is part of the São João
Batista Fortress. This wall is
more than three miles long
and partially surrounds
Mount Brasil, separating it
from the rest of the island.
Built by order of Philip II of
Spain when he took the
Portuguese throne in 1580, it
is one of the largest former
Spanish bulwarks in the
whole world.

The fortress’ construction
began in the beginning of the
17th century and concluded
in 1640, when the people of
Terceira rebelled against the
Spanish occupation of the
island. During a yearlong
siege, a number of famous
and prominent Portuguese
people were imprisoned in
the fortress, including King
Alphonso VI and the father
of the former President of the
Republic, Mario Soares. The
Portuguese Army’s Regiment

of Garrison No. 1 is currently
occupying the fortress.

Another spot worth
visiting is a monument on
top of Mount Brasil. This
monument is actually a
larger replica of the stone
monuments early Portuguese
explorers placed in the
different territories they
discovered. Engraved with
the dates 1432 and 1932 on
its west and east sides
respectively, it was erected to
commemorate the 500th
anniversary of the discovery
of the Azores by Portuguese
navigators. The monument is
located on a place called,
“Pico das Cruzinhas” (Little
Crosses Peak). This is where
the Spanish installed the
gallows where some of the
island’s leaders were hanged
during the Spanish occupa-
tion as retaliation for the
resistance offered by the
island’s population against
the Spanish presence. This
monument is a must-visit
place, not only for its
historical significance, but
also for the stunning pan-
oramic view of Angra and
surrounding villages.

Not far from this monu-
ment visitors can also find a
picnic area and a small zoo.
The picnic area is a very
enjoyable place, especially
during the summer months.
It offers some barbecue grills
with tables and benches and
has plenty of trees and shrubs
to provide a pleasant shade
to picnickers. The zoo can be
found next to the picnic area
and features some deer,
goats, sheep and exotic birds.

The center of Monte
Brasil is actually a huge
volcano crater used today as
a firing range for the
Portuguese Army personnel
stationed at the fortress and
is the only area usually off
limits to visitors.

Monte Brasil can be
visited everyday between the
hours of 9 a.m. and 5 p.m.
Admittance is free.
