AAFES in the Azores does not offer gas
coupons for diesel because of the
extremely low percentage of sales for
diesel fuel. The majority of the cars

or brought to the island are non-
diesel. In fact, you are the first
customer in a year to request diesel
coupons. Worldwide for AAFES,
diesel fuel accounts for only 7
percent of total gas
sales. AAFES does offer the
ability to purchase gas
coupons for diesel in
mainland
Europe. However, that
is based on a contractual agreement
with various European gas stations.
There is no such contract at Terceira.
Our AAFES manager contacted
AAFES headquarters for the feasibility
of offering gas coupons for diesel at
Lajes.

 The stolen Department of Veterans
Affairs laptop computer and hard drive
containing the personal information of
more than 26 million veterans were
turned in to the FBI June 29, the Veter-
ans Affairs secretary said before Con-
gress today.

Reports indicate the FBI has made

a preliminary determina-
tion that data contained on
the computer and hard
drive has not been ac-
cessed.

There have been no re-
ports of identity theft or
other criminal activity re-
lated to the stolen com-
puter, R. James Nicholson
told the House Veterans Affairs Commit-
tee. He added that the VA would still honor
its promise of free credit monitoring for
a year.

An unnamed individual turned over the
laptop and hard drive to FBI officials in
Baltimore. No persons are in custody at

this time, officials said.
The laptop and hard

drive were stolen from
the Montgomery
County, Md., home of a
VA employee on May 3.
Government officials
do not believe the data
on the laptop was the
target of the burglary,

and consider the break-in a random theft.
“This has brought to the light of day

some real deficiencies in the manner we
handled personal data,” Mr. Nicholson
said. “If there’s a redeeming part of this, I
think we can turn this around.”

– The vast se-
lection and availability of play-by-play
sports on several American Forces Net-
work (AFN) television channels and the
preference to watch sports rather than just
listen has resulted in the decision to dis-
continue live play-by-play sports on ra-
dio in late summer.

The decision was based on a recom-
mendation in a series of Department of
Defense worldwide audience surveys of
military members and civilian employ-
ees stationed overseas. The most re-
cent AFN survey concluded that
radio sports enjoy a loyal but
too small of a following to jus-
tify continuing the service.

“AFN audiences prefer to
watch the greater variety of
sports on television rather than
listen to them on the radio,”
said Robert Matheson, direc-
tor of broadcasting at the AFN
Broadcast Center in River-
side, Calif.  “When radio
sports coverage comes on,
most listeners tune out.  Our
mission is better served when the largest
possible audience tunes in to non-sports
programming and spends more time lis-
tening.”

Audience preferences
AFN radio had a near monopoly on

play-by-play sports broadcasts as recently
as 10 years ago. Since then, AFN televi-
sion sports coverage has expanded expo-
nentially.

“More and more sports fans have been
turning to AFN television for the greater
variety of sports,” Mr. Matheson ob-
served. “We used to air only one or two
TV games a week. Now, since the intro-
duction of AFN|sports and recently
AFN|xtra, our multiple AFN television
services, including AFN|prime, carry
nearly 80 events a week.”

During the National Football League
season, AFN television distributes, either
live or delayed, seven or eight games on
any given weekend.  This amount far ex-
ceeds what the average sports fan is able
to see in the U.S.

“Viewers with access to AFN Direct-
to-Home satellite service and most of our
base cable TV subscribers can get all of

these games,” said Mr. Matheson. 
“Stateside sports fans have to subscribe
to the pay service ‘NFL Sunday Ticket’ to
have this degree of coverage.” 

Scheduling factors
According to Mr. Matheson, the im-

pact of live sports on overseas local af-
filiate radio schedules was also factored
into the decision.

“Many of our radio stations don’t carry
the games we provide because
they’re played when the audi-
ence isn’t available to listen,” he
explained.

U.S. east coast games com-
monly start at 7 p.m., which

is 1 a.m. Central Eu-
ropean Time, when
very few people are
awake to hear
them. Those same

games start at 8 a.m. in
Japan and Korea when

many stations there won’t
interrupt their morning radio

shows for play-by-play sports. Similarly,
a 7 p.m. west coast game begins at 4 a.m.
CET and AFN-Europe rarely carries those
early events because they would preempt
their morning programming.

“As a result,” said Mr. Matheson, “AFN
radio distributes an average of 10 games
a week, but only a few of them are passed
onto the audience.  It’s difficult to justify
the resources and taxpayer dollars we’re
using to provide radio coverage when so
few are listening.”

So when does it end?
Most play-by-play sports on AFN Ra-

dio ended with the conclusion of the NBA
Championships.  Some motor sports
programming will remain on AFN
radio’s schedule in order to complete their
seasons.

“We signed agreements with the Mo-
tor Racing Network and the Indy Racing
League before reassessing our approach
to radio sports,” Mr. Matheson said.
“We’ll honor those agreements.”

The September 9th NASCAR Nextel
Cup race from Richmond International
Raceway is scheduled to be the final AFN
radio sports play-by-play broadcast.
