SOUTHWEST ASIA (AFPN) —
 Voting is one of the most important
things a member of a democratic
republic can do. The United States has
a long history of voting, starting on
Sept. 17, 1787, when the U.S. Constitu-
tion was adopted and the founding
fathers set in place the process we now
use to elect our country’s presidents.

The first presidential election was
held in 1789 when the Electoral College
unanimously elected George Washing-
ton as president. During the 1820s and
1830s a number of states joined the
union, each with its own constitution
and most with limitations that pre-
vented women and men of any race
other than white from voting.

Women such as Lucretia Mott and
Elizabeth Stanton formed groups that
argued for women’s rights in 1840.
These groups took root and grew. In
1848, the Women’s Rights Convention
was held in Seneca Falls, N.Y., where
the attendees agreed that women should
have opportunities to go to college,
become doctors and lawyers, own land
and vote.

As immigrants continued to flood to
America, a new political group called
the Know-Nothings was formed in
1850. This group at its heart was anti-
immigrant. In an effort to prevent
immigrants from voting, this group
pushed for literacy tests because at the
time most immigrants and African-
Americans were illiterate.

Congress passed its next big piece of
legislation in 1866 known as the 14th
Amendment in an attempt to protect
U.S. male residents who were at least

21 years of age from voting obstacles.
Susan B. Anthony, who was already in
the public eye by this time, also founded
the American Equal Rights Association
in 1866 with Elizabeth Cady Stanton.

In 1869 Congress passed the 15th
Amendment granting the right to vote
to all men regardless of race, color or
previous
servitude.
However,
while
advancing
the right to
vote for
minorities,
this amend-
ment
specifically
prohibited
women
from voting. In 1872 Ms. Stanton
attempted to vote in direct violation of
the 15th Amendment and was arrested.

A few years later in 1878 a constitu-
tional amendment, later known as the
19th Amendment, was introduced to
Congress to grant women the right to
vote. It finally passed in 1920. The 24th
Amendment was passed in 1964
preventing the use of poll taxes to keep
minorities from voting.

In 1965, the Voting Rights Act was
signed by Lyndon B. Johnson, which
prohibited the use of literacy tests and
complicated ballot boxes. Finally in
1971, the 26th Amendment was signed
lowering the minimum voting age from
21 to 18. 

You may be asking yourself why I
took the time to let you in on a little
history behind your right to vote. The
answer is simple. Your right to vote was
procured through a long history of war,
civil war and civil atrocities. Men and
women of every race, nationality and
ethnic origin stood on the firm belief
that every person has a right to have
their voice heard. As a citizen of the
United States, you not only have a right
to vote, you have a responsibility to
vote, to have your opinions heard, and

to set this country on its next course.
Your voice will only be heard if you
vote.

We hear, almost on a daily basis,
people complaining about where the
country is headed, that they disagree
with current administration policy, or
that Congress is unable to pass mean-

ingful
legislation.
However, a
majority of
U.S. citizens
fail to vote
and, in my
opinion, lose
their right to
complain. If
you don’t
cast a ballot,
your voice

will not be heard.
Get out and vote. It’s your responsi-

bility. It’s your right.

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SAN ANTONIO
(AFPN) — Airline travelers
are facing new security mea-
sures at the nation’s airports
today that promise to disrupt
flights and cause a domino af-
fect around the world.

The Department of Home-
land Security increased airport
and air travel security mea-
sures in response to a foiled plot
by extremists to blow up air-
craft bound from the United
Kingdom to the United States.
There are about 106 daily
flights per day between the
countries.

The same measures apply to
people traveling on any Air
Mobility Command-chartered
aircraft, a command spokes-
man at Scott Air Force Base,

New airline security measures apply to AMC travelers
Ill., said.

“Air Mobility Command
follows (Transportation Secu-
rity Agency) guidelines,” the
spokesman said.

The command is also work-
ing to release more details on
any new guidelines that may
affect travelers on AMC char-
ters and military aircraft, he
said.

Homeland Security offi-
cials raised the threat level to
red for all flights from the
United Kingdom to U.S. air-
ports. It also raised the threat
level to orange for all other
commercial flights bound for
American airports.

British police arrested 21
suspects in connection with the
plot, which might have targeted

up to 10 aircraft. The nation’s
security threat level is now at
its highest — critical.

“Over the last few hours,
British authorities have ar-
rested a significant number of
extremists engaged in a sub-
stantial plot to destroy multiple
passenger aircraft flying from
the United Kingdom to the
United States,” Homeland Se-
curity Secretary Michael
Chertoff said in a statement
today.

“Currently, there is no indi-
cation, however, of plotting
within the United States,” he
said. “We believe that these ar-
rests have significantly dis-
rupted the threat, but we can-
not be sure that the threat has
been entirely eliminated or the

plot completely thwarted.”
At the same event, FBI Di-

rector Robert Mueller Well
said, “This had the earmarks
of an al Qaeda plot.”

As part of the new measures,
passengers will not be able
carry certain items on aircraft.
Banned from carry-on luggage
are any kinds of liquids or gels,
like beverages, hand and sun-
tan lotions, toothpaste, hair
gels, creams or similar items.

Passengers can carry medi-
cations, but must have a pre-
scription with a name that
matches theirs on the airline
ticket. They can also carry in-
sulin and other essential non-
prescription medicines. Par-
ents can bring baby formula,
breast milk or juice on board.

Lajes had a chance to get a snapshot
of their environmental compliance last
week during an external Environmental
Safety and Occupational Health Com-
pliance Assessment and Management
Program evaluation.

In the early 90’s,
there was a signifi-
cant increase in focus
on the environment,
explained Lt. Col.
Steven LaCasse, 65th
Civil Engineer
Squadron com-
mander.  

“During this pe-
riod, the President declared that federal
agencies, like the Air Force, would no
longer get a free pass, but be subject to
the rules and regulations developed to
protect the environment and clean up any
polluted or contaminated sites,” he said.
  Environmental Flights were formed
within civil engineer squadrons to help
installations manage new requirements
and thus keep base leadership and per-
sonnel safe from fines and even the po-
tential of imprisonment due to neglect in
safeguarding our environment.

“The ECAMP (Environmental Compli-
ance Assessment and Management Pro-
gram) was designed by the AF as an in-
ternal tool to inspect an installation’s en-

vironmental programs to ensure compli-
ance and to identify problem areas to fix
before a surprise visit from a State Regu-
lator who could impose hefty fines (or
worse) for noncompliance,” said the colo-
nel. “We’ve been conducting them ever
since.”

ECAMP recently expanded to include
Safety and Occu-
pational Health as
well, resulting in
the new name:
ESOHCAMP.  

The team that
evaluated Lajes
was composed of
members from
Headquarters U.S.
Air Forces in Eu-

rope as well as other USAFE bases and
other Department of Defense agencies,
such as the U.S. Army.

The ESOHCAMP evaluation assessed
15 environmental compliance categories
as well as occupational health and safety
protocols, according to Susana Simões,
65th CES Environmental Flight.

“This was Lajes’ first assessment un-
der the expanded system and I think it
went very well,” said Colonel LaCasse.
“There are always problems to solve and
areas to improve, but compared to past
environmental assessments, Lajes has
made significant strides.  More impor-
tantly, there were very few issues identi-
fied by the assessors that our own Lajes

team hadn’t already identified and devel-
oped plans for fixing — this means our
programs and processes are working.”

CE isn’t the only unit that benefits from
the external assessment.

 “As the assessors validated, the 65th
Medical Group is doing a great job pro-
tecting the health of the entire Team Lajes
population,” said Lt. Col. Philip Rutledge,
65th Medical Support Squadron com-
mander. “The Public Health element was
singled out by the ESOHCAMP team as
having an ‘Outstanding’ wing Hazard
Communication program, while Bioen-
vironmental Engineering oversees a top-
notch respiratory protection program. 
Notably, Sr. Francisco Toste and Senior
Airman  Nicholas Sweetman were recog-
nized as ‘Outstanding Performers’ for
management of their assigned pro-
grams.  We will work aggressively to ad-
dress the team’s findings and continue to
enhance the health of our warfighters and
all of our beneficiaries.”

The base walked away with zero sig-
nificant findings.

“Besides just keeping us ‘safe’ from out-
side regulators, Lajes’ first ESOHCAMP
has validated our processes and has
sharpened our focus on the way ahead
for these critical programs,” Colonel
LaCasse. “It helps us develop a roadmap
for protecting our most valuable re-
sources: our people and our environment.
Without them, the mission doesn’t hap-
pen.”

Good to KnowHousing access restricted
with new gate closures

Due to an ongoing effort to prevent
crime in the base housing communities,
some housing gates are  now closed at
night.

Col. Robert Winston, 65th Air Base
Wing commander directed the closure of
several gates to meet
Force Protection needs
and maintain safety for
the base populace. 

Those affected gates
now close between 8
p.m. and 6 a.m each
night.

To enter or exit Beira
Mar housing between
these hours, people will
need to proceed to the
housing gate near the
roundabout directly
across from Gate-4, the
gate located adjacent to
base library.  

For Nascer Do Sol
housing, the entry/exit
gate is located adjacent
to the lower school gymnasium. 

Closing the gates enables the security
forces squadron members to better con-
trol access to base housing.

It  creates one focal point in and out of
each housing area to monitor who has
entered the area in the event a crime oc-
curs. It also allows only one exit, a deter-
rent for thieves.

One of the biggest safeguards against
crime are the housing residents them-

selves. By securing valuable items and
keeping a watchful eye for suspicious ac-
tivity residents can be instrumental in
preventing crime.

 “Security Forces can’t be everywhere,
so we rely on the support of our citizens
to take an active role in deterring crime,”
explained Maj. John Griffiths, 65th Se-
curity Forces Squadron commander. “As
citizens we understand sacrifices in per-

sonal freedom must be
made to ensure the
safety and security for
all of us.”  

The 65th SFS and
65th Civil Engineer
Squadron are also in
the process of estab-
lishing  security mea-
sures to help aid in pre-
venting crime, such as
increasing the height
of the housing perim-
eter fencing and in-
stalling two perma-
nent gates.  One will
be adjacent to the
youth center and the
other will be the main
entrance adjacent to

Nascer Do Sol at the school gymnasium. 
In addition to the fencing and gates,

SFS has dedicated an extra patrol to hous-
ing areas.  There may also be future con-
sideration for establishing a neighbor-
hood watch program.

It is everybody’s responsibility to be
vigilant in the housing area. Anyone who
sees a suspicious person, whether it’s out-
side or inside the housing area, should
call it in.

Team Lajes is a paramount cog in the
United States’ warfighting machine,
according to Lt. Col. Roger Wagner, new
65th Operations Support Squadron
commander.

“As proud members of the 65th Air
Base Wing and Team Lajes, we provide
a crucial role as a mid-Atlantic cross-
over point to facilitate the safe transit of

“The 65th OSS, working closely with
our Portuguese hosts, provides the only
air traffic control radar service in the
Azores,” the colonel explained.

“Our OSS Weather Flight provides
all global weather information to
support the warfighter — day or night,”
he said.

Question: Is this true the
Azoreans used to hunt whales but
that activity is now banned?

Answer: The Azoreans,
especially from the central and
western group of islands, hunted
whales for many decades as a means of subsistence.

The ban on this activity in Portuguese waters was officially
established through a decree in 1981 when Portugal ratified
the International Convention for the Preservation of Wildlife
and Natural habitats in Europe. However, the whale hunting
activity continued in the Azorean waters until 1984.

The international ban on whale products, namely oil and
scrimshaw, eventually helped to cease that type of activity,
although with much reluctance from the local population.

Whalers were reluctant to accept the government’s ban
because it meant the loss of their business, and as form of
protest they caught three sperm whales in 1987, which were
the last whales to be hunted in the Azores.

Presently, whaling is totally nonexistent in the archi-
pelago. In 1992 the Regional Department for Tourism
created the Whaler ’s Museum and a whale watching pro-
gram in the village of Lajes on the Island of Pico, with the
purpose of attracting tourists and to compensate the island’s
economy for the loss of the whaling activity.

The Whaler’s Museum is a small building whose façade
resembles an old whalers’ tavern, and features a whaling
boat and photos as well as many tools used by the island
whalers.

Whale watching in the Azores is now a profitable activity,
which attracts many tourists to the islands, especially to Pico
and Faial. These tourists come mainly from mainland
Portugal and Europe to observe the different types of whales
as well as dolphins, which are also abundant in these waters.

With the advance of summer and
increased water temperatures, more
folks are getting involved in spearfishing
around the island. Being in the middle of
the Atlantic ocean provides a great
opportunity for underwater hunting, but
how do you get started and what do you
need?

The first item you will need is a
spearfishing license. Licenses are
available at the harbormaster ’s office in
Cabo da Praia, across the road from the
commercial dock. Licenses cost 15 euro
and are valid from January 1st till
December 31st of the year in which they
were purchased. The license authorizes
you to take five fish or other ocean
creature, such as octopus, etc., from the
water per day. There are certain restric-
tions on protected species, such as the
dusky grouper. Lobster and crab also
have a season during which it is prohib-
ited to capture them.

After you have purchased your license
you will need as a minimum, a spear gun
or Hawaiian sling with which to catch
your dinner, and a bag or stringer to put
your catch in while you are hunting. You
are required to tow a float or flag with
you, to signal water craft that you are in
the area, and protect you from getting
hit. Other necessary equipment includes
a mask and snorkel. Fins, gloves and a
wetsuit are recommended equipment
that will help protect you in the water
and make your adventure a lot more
pleasant by keeping you warm and
giving you more mobility.

If you choose to wear a wetsuit and
wish to hunt under the water you will
probably need to wear a weight belt to
offset the buoyancy provided by your
wetsuit. A weightbelt should have a
quick release mechanism that will allow
you to quickly discard the weights with
one hand, if you get into trouble. The

amount of weight you will require
varies depending on your body type
and the thickness of your wetsuit. As a
rule of thumb you should be positively
buoyant down to 10 feet below the
water surface. This will transition to
neutral buoyancy between 10 to 15
feet, and negative buoyancy below 15
feet, for reasons that will be discussed
later. Use small lead weights between
two and six pounds, and slowly
increase the weight until you reach a
comfortable level that does not exceed
the above guideline.

The process of spearfishing is very
simple; you spot the fish
you wish to target,
maneuver yourself into
range of the fish and shoot
it with your weapon of
choice, pull it in and take
it home. There are various
ways to do this; you can
catch them under rocks or
in holes and small caves,
you can spot them from
the surface, dive down on
them and shoot them, or
you can make successive
dives at an ambush point and wait for
the fish to come to you. All techniques
are successful, depending on the fish
you are attempting to catch.

Where can I go spearfishing? You
can go from anywhere that gives you
safe access to the ocean. Particularly
popular are the many bathing areas
around the island. However, a word of
caution; it is illegal to fish within 300
feet of these bathing areas. Once you
access the water, you must swim at
least 300 feet away from the desig-
nated area before you load your
weapon. You should discharge your
weapon before returning to this area.
All rules regarding the safe use of
firearms are applicable to
spearfishing weapons as well. Do not
point your weapon at anything you

are not prepared to shoot, even if it is not
loaded.

Once you are in the water and have
started hunting there are many species of
fish that are worth taking home to eat.
Particularly popular, and plentiful, in the
Azores are Parrotfish, Barracuda,
Amberjack, Triggerfish, Eels, Octopus,
Tuna, Forkbeard, lobster and crab. Each
must be hunted in a particular way, but
all require you to hold your breath and
dive underwater to catch them. Lucky for
us, we are physiologically designed to do
this quite successfully, however, only for
extremely limited periods of time,

making the water a potentially
deadly environment if we over
stay our time. Many amateur
spearfishermen die every year
from an event known as shallow
water blackout or SWB. SWB
occurs when a diver stays
underwater too long, burning
oxygen and elevating CO2
levels in their body to the point
that they black out from lack of
oxygen to the brain. In most
cases the blackout occurs as the
diver returns to the surface and

pressure changes drastically reduce the
O2 to CO2 ratio in the lungs causing
oxygen to move from the bloodstream
back to the lungs. The steepest pressure
changes are in the first 15 feet, making
this the most dangerous and most
common zone in which SWB tends to
occur. This is why it is important that a
diver be positive to neutrally buoyant
within this depth range. If they do pass
out they may float to the surface and
stand a chance of being rescued. Another
essential rule of spearfishing that goes
hand in hand with this is do not spearfish
alone.

Spearfishing is a fun and fulfilling
recreational option that we have here on
Terceira. If you are interested and would
like to know more contact the
Aquaknights dive club in Bldg.
